FLOCK COORDINATOR (DUTIES AND RESPONSIBITIES)

Primary Responsibility: To ensure that shepherding of Lambs are conducted effectively; that shepherd-lamb
problems are addressed and escalated for resolution on a timely basis; that feedback are gathered and collated from
shepherds through the flock shepherds for reporting to Shepherd Coordinator, LSA and Flock Head. To stand in
the gap for the flock shepherds and individual shepherds for intercessory prayer needs of lambs.

Specific Responsibilities:

° Monitors and records the attendance of both Shepherds and Lambs on their shepherding sessions and the Friday
Worship covering the period from "Salubungan" to the LSS proper. A report on the attendance is submitted to the
Shepherd Coordinator after the 2nd shepherding session and the other before the Invocation Mass.

° Insures the proper accomplishment and submission of feedback sheets by the Shepherds (e-mail accepted) after
each shepherding session. After noting those who submitted, the accomplished feedback sheet is turned over to the
Shepherd Coordinator for notation, analysis and safekeeping.

° One week before the Invocation Mass and only if necessary, submits to the Shepherd Coordinator a list of the
names of the Lambs recommended by their respective shepherds to be dropped off due to non-fulfillment of the
LSS requirements.

° Within one week after the Post-LSS Shepherding, the Flock Coordinator submits to the Shepherd Coordinator a



final Shepherd's Performance Report.

° Att_end to administrative and pastoral needs of the individual shepherds to help lamb prepare for the LSS
