Week#2 (4" Sunday of Lent) [Commitment to Reconciliation]

Week #3 (5" Sunday of Lent) [Compassion, Readiness to forgive]

Theme: Christ's call for repentance exhorts us not to condemn others.
Promise: "Neither dolcondemn you.” (Jn8:11)

Week #4 (Palm Sunday) [Spiritual Endurance]
Theme: Christ's call for repentance exhorts us to carry our cross daily.
Promise: “The Lord God is my help, therefore |am notdisgraced; ...l shall not be

puttoshame.” (I1s 50:7)
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
